To Whom it May Concern:
I'm writing on behalf of Allos Therapeutics, an oncology company based outside of Denver.  We recently initiated a Phase 3, randomized, open-label clinical trial to compare the effects of whole brain radiation therapy (WBRT) with supplemental oxygen with or without Allos' experimental radiation sensitizer EFAPROXYN(tm) (efaproxiral), in women with brain metastases originating from breast cancer.  Enrollment in this study is ongoing at leading cancer centers across North America, including Alta Bates Comprehensive Cancer Center and UCSF in California.  Additional sites in Southern CA are slated to open in the fall. Results from a prior Phase 3 study showed that the addition of EFAPROXYN(tm) to WBRT significantly improved survival among patients
with metastatic breast cancer.
