California Governor Schwarzenegger signed the $105-billion FY2004-2005 budget on Saturday. The budget does not cut physician reimbursements and contains far fewer cuts to health and welfare programs than proposed in the Governor’s January budget.

The final budget also rolls back a portion of the 5 percent Medi-Cal cut left over from the previous administration. (The roll back affects groups not protected by the preliminary injunction CMA won last year in federal court to protect Medi-Cal.)

Schwarzenegger this week also postponed releasing his plan to transform the $33 billion-a-year Medi-Cal program. The “MediCal redesign” was to have been released this week, but state health officials announced Monday that the administration needed more time to complete its work. The governor is now expected to present the redesign in January.
