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WAWAGED CARE ADVISORY GROUP IMPORTANT INFORMATION ON THE CIGNA SETTLEMENT
FROM MANAGED CARE ADVISORY GROUP

In July of 2004, physicians were informed by mail of the CIGNA class-action settlement. This landmark
agreement will result in the recovery of millions of dollars previously unpaid to physicians in practice
during the years 1990-2003.

Depending on the physician's current status and number of previous claims with CIGNA, he or she
could qualify in one or more of a number of different repayment categories. The following examples
illustrate the financial value available to physicians under Category 1 of the Claims Distribution Fund
provision within the CIGNA settlement.

A client Radiology group of 100 radiologists who only averaged nine (9) of these scans per year

with CIGNA and who could only locate three (3) years of claims data was eligible to receive more than
$1.2 million under the CIGNA settlement. Any radiologist who billed CIGNA for just ten (10) scans
per year under these procedure codes could collect more than $10,000 in repayments from the settlement
even if he or she could only find three (3) years of claims records to submit.

In another example, cardiologists or otolaryngologists averaging ten (10) of these claims per year
with CIGNA could be eligible to collect between $15,000 and $20,000 in repayments from the CIGNA
settlement even if they could only find three (3) years of claims data to submit. Even a small group
practice performing these procedures with minimal CIGNA claims volume could be eligible to collect
more than $100,000 under the CIGNA Settlement.
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
